L eo has been moved three times prior to his current placement, which began in August 2025. This history

of multiple moves has affected his stability. In the current home where the 14-day notice was issued, Leo
initially showed progress but has since experienced escalating behavioral incidents, struggles with

attachment, and significant academic setbacks. The caregiver attributes the disruption to Leo's inability to

regulate emotions during school transitions, with aggression persisting despite weekly counseling and
sensory integration therapy. While Leo is creative and resilient, the family can no longer meet his
high-acuity needs for consistent therapeutic intervention and specialized support.

1. Explanation of Disruption (Summarize information provided from worker, caregiver
and child)

The caregiver, Marcus Thorne, has issued a 14-day notice of disruption due to escal ating behavioral

incidents, including struggles with attachment, academic setbacks, and persistent aggression despite
counseling and therapy. The family feels they can no longer meet the child's high-acuity needs. The case
worker, Sarah Miller, believes the disruption is due to alack of individualized support for the child's

developmental trauma and recommends a transition to a therapeutic foster home.




I11.  Convener’s Impression or Understanding of the Disruption

Asthe convener, my impression is that the disruption is rooted in a systemic lack of individualized support

for Leo’s specific developmental trauma. We need to focus on his strengths, which include his high

aptitude for art and his ability to bond with the family dog. However, his current needs are extensive: he

requires consistent therapeutic intervention, smaller classroom settings, and specialized

attachment-based support. We recommend a transition to a therapeutic foster home that offers 24-hour

support.

Weekly counseling and sensory integration therapy were provided, but the child's aggression persists.

The recommendation is for atransition to a therapeutic foster home that offers 24-hour support. The

rationaleisthat Leo's current high-acuity needs, including the need for consistent therapeutic intervention,

smaller classroom settings, and specialized attachment-based support, can no longer be met by the

current placement. Thisis evidenced by escalating behavioral incidents, a 14-day notice of disruption

from the caregiver, and the persistence of aggression despite weekly counseling and sensory integration

therapy. The disruption isrooted in a systemic lack of individualized support for Leo's specific

developmental trauma.
